HISTORY

The historically rich soil this community now stands upon was
once Cherokee hunting grounds before being ceded to settlers
without ever officially becoming part of the English Colony.

By the late 1700’s the county was inhabited by Scots-Irish
subsistence farmers and wealthy plantation owners who used the
cooler upstate climate as their summer homes.

The industrial boom of the nineteenth century brought textile
manufacturing to the area, which still claims an impacting
existence to this day. Those factories and mills were built

upon the land’s water source, and along with the hard working
people that toiled and lived there, became the foundation of the
townships that sprang up around them.

The City of Anderson was incorporated in 1833 and named
after General Robert Anderson, a colonial statesman and
Revolutionary War leader.

Even in its relative infancy, Anderson was a leader of progress
as the grist mill at Portman Shoals was the first to transmit
hydroelectric power over distance, sparking the Industrial
Revolution in the South and earning the community the
nickname of “The Electric City”. In 1897, Anderson was the
home of the first cotton gin in the world operated by electricity.
The renovated historic downtown still houses the old County
Courthouse built in 1898.

The same innovative spirit of over one hundred years ago still
continues to grow and sets new standards in new technological
areas that are bringing in new industry and commerce of every
kind. With more than 175,000 residents and more land and
improved infrastructure in our industrial parks, we have more
potential for economic development than our neighboring
communities. Many new shopping centers, residential
developments and one-of-a-kind homes, and commercial
developments are making Anderson home sweet home.

Belton is well known to tennis enthusiasts. The county’s
second largest town is home to the South Carolina
Tennis Hall of Fame and hosts the Wachovia Palmetto
Tennis Championships. Belton is also famous for the
Belton Standpipe, an ornate standing water pipe build
in 1909. The iconic figure is the inspiration for the
Standpipe Festival held in the fall each year to celebrate
the City of Belton and the Belton community.

Honea Path crests the ridge between the Savannah
and Saluda rivers. Residents pronounce the name
“honey-uh”and there are many legends on how Honea
Path got its name. One legend says Indians passed
through the town on their way to collect honey and
that the Indian word for honey sounds much like
Honea. But, the most likely legend is that it is named
for an early postmaster in the town. Honea Path’s new
one million gallon water tank can be seen for miles.
This community distinguishes itself as the smallest
United States town to have its own Carnegie Library.

Iva celebrated its 100th year in October 2004. Senator
William O’Dell, Representative Ronald Townsend, Lt.
Governor Andrew Bauer, Chamber President Lee Luff
and many others attended this centennial celebration.
This quaint little town was once a busy shipping station
during the South’s cotton boom and at the time was
known as Cook’s Station, named after a local doctor
and merchant. However, the good doctor would name
the post office after his daughter, lva, and the name
stuck. Iva celebrates its past at the annual Depot
Days Festival, which takes place in historic downtown
around the gazebo and renovated well monument.

Pelzer, the “little big town” as it is known among locals,
claims just five percent of its residents inside the town
limits. However, Pelzer also boasts a historic claim,
bringing the first General Electric generators to the
Pelzer Manufacturing power mills in the 1880’s. That
tradition continues with a hydro-station on the Saluda
River still providing power today.

West Pelzer is less than a quarter of a mile from Pelzer,
however, the small town was incorporated and has its
own city government. At one time Southern Railroad
tracks separated the two towns. This community
of farmers and factory workers was once known as
Frankville after John Franks. The original survey for the
town was done by John Franks and the street layouts
in the older parts of town are the same today as the
original streets.



Pendleton is rich in history, recreation and beauty. The
entire town is listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. Walking through Pendleton is like stepping back
in time, with its stately antebellum mansions, historic
churches and cemeteries, and more than 50 buildings
predating 1850. The village green, circa 1790’s, and
the oldest farmer’s hall still in use make up the historic
town square, which is surrounded by tiny shops and
huge trees.

Starr, with a population of less than 200 and a quaint
atmosphere, is the epitome of a small country town.
This little village ten miles from Hartwell Dam is a
holdover from the days of cotton farming and railroad
stops. It was once surrounded by farmlands and was
originally knows as “Twiggs".

Williamston was founded by West Allen Williams and
was really a dream come true. Williams, a wealthy
planter, was riding through his property on the west
side of the Saluda River when he stopped to rest and
fell asleep under the shade of a tree. He dreamed of a
crystal clear spring with healing qualities that would
benefit the sick and ailing who drank from it. When he
awakened, he was thirsty and went in search of water.
Seeing damp ground, he pushed back leaves and vines
and discovered clear drinking water trickling through
the debris. Mr. Williams had the water analyzed and
found it contained minerals of medicinal qualities.
People traveled for miles to sample the water and the
Mammoth Hotel was built in 1851 to accommodate
the influx of people. The hotel burned in 1860 and was
replaced with a smaller one. Williamston still celebrates
their unique past with the Mineral Springs Park and the
annual Spring Water Festival.
